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Tranont Travel Terms and Conditions – October 2025 
 
These Policies and Procedures in their present form, and as amended from time to time at 
the sole discretion of IMoney Tools, LLC dba Tranont and dba Tranont Travel (the 
“Company”), are incorporated into and form an integral part of the Member Agreement. 
The Privacy Policy and the Compensation Plan as each may be amended from time to time 
are also incorporated into and form an integral part of the Member Agreement. Throughout 
these Terms and Conditions when the term “Agreement” is used it collectively refers to the 
Privacy Policy, the Compensation Plan, and the Terms and Conditions. It is the 
responsibility of each Member to read, understand, adhere to and ensure that they are 
aware of and operating under the most current version of the Agreement. When enrolling a 
new Member, it is the responsibility of the Sponsor to provide the most current version of 
these Terms and Conditions, the Privacy Policy, and the Compensation Plan to the 
applicant prior to their enrollment as a Member. 
 
Failure to comply with any part of the Agreement may lead to cancellation of the 
Membership. 
 
To become a Member, each applicant must:  
1. Be a minimum of eighteen (18) years of age; and  
2. Pay any applicable activation fee. 
 
Members must submit and maintain a correct mailing and shipping address that accurately 
reflects where the Member resides or is doing business. Financial account information, 
email addresses, and phone, and cell phone numbers must also be kept current and 
accurate. 
 
Because federal, state, and local laws as well as the business environment periodically 
change, the Company reserves the right to amend the Agreement and its prices and 
product offering in its sole and absolute discretion. The Company shall provide or make 
available to all Members a complete copy of the amended provisions by one or more of the 
following methods: (1) posting on the Tranont Travel official website, (2) electronic mail 
(email), (3) inclusion in Company periodicals, or (4) special mailings from the Company. 
The most current and controlling version will be found on the Tranont Travel official website 
and are effective as of posting and/or notification. It is the responsibility of all Members to 
regularly review the Agreement and the most recently published amendment(s). Once the 
amendment(s) are published, the Associate may elect to accept the amendment(s) or 
terminate their Membership in writing if they reject them. If the Member continues to 
purchase or sell Company services, enrolls Customers or Members, and/or accepts 
Financial Distributions of any kind from the Company, such actions shall be deemed 
acceptance of any amendments. 
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Membership benefits are restricted to the Member and to individuals in the Member’s 
immediate household. Bookings that are found to violate this restriction are subject to 
cancellation. 
 
Manipulation of the Company membership and/or Membership benefits is not permitted 
and may result in disciplinary action, including the cancellation of Membership.  
 
Members should always protect the image of the Company and of Tranont Travel and its 
products and take care not to promote, advertise, or display Tranont Travel services in an 
unprofessional manner or in an unprofessional environment. 
 
Members may not include the names, trademarks, logos, or any other identifying 
information of competitor travel sites, competitor travel agencies, etc. or the names, 
trademarks, logos, or any other identifying information of airlines, hotels, resorts, etc. in 
their sales tools, promotional materials, advertisements, or other literature. 
 
The Company reserves the right to rescind approval at any time for any sales tools, 
promotional materials, advertisements or other literature, and Members waive all claims 
for damages or remuneration arising from or relating to such rescission. 
 
In the event a Member’s order results in a credit card chargeback to the Company for any 
reason, the Membership associated with such order shall be suspended and the respective 
Member notified. If they wish to be reinstated, they may make such a request to the 
Company outlining the circumstances and reason for the chargeback and an affirmation 
that they will seek to address any disputes or refund requests directly with the Company 
prior to requesting any chargeback. If the Company permits reinstatement, which shall be 
decided by the Company in its sole discretion, a reinstatement fee and chargeback fee as 
well as paying the amount of the chargeback will be required. 
 
In the event that a payment method is declined for insufficient funds or for any other 
reason, the Member expressly authorizes the Company to attempt to process the payment 
for the monthly Tranont Travel Subscription order using any payment method saved to their 
Member account.  
 
The Company is not obligated to contact Members regarding orders cancelled due to 
insufficient funds or credit. This type of order cancellation may result in the cancellation of 
the Tranont Travel Membership and failure to meet the Member’s personal sales Volume 
goals for the month.  
 
Qualification for the Annual Reward Trip requires that the monthly subscription is 
maintained for twelve (12) consecutive calendar months, with the subscription payment 
completed each month. Any interruption or cancellation in the payment of the monthly 
subscription, including for insufficient funds, will end the Member’s current eligibility for 
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the Annual Reward Trip. Payment of a new activation fee is required for the Member to 
rejoin the program and begin a new qualification period for the Annual Reward Trip. 
 
Once the Member has qualified for the Annual Reward Trip, the travel voucher for the 
Annual Reward Trip must be redeemed within eighteen (18) months of the issue date. The 
Member will be responsible for a $100.00 USD Reward Trip fee, as well as any applicable 
taxes and hotel/resort fees. 
  
A Member whose Membership is cancelled for any reason will lose all rights as a Member. 
This includes the right to book travel or accommodation through Tranont Travel, to sell 
Tranont Travel services, and the right to receive future Financial Distributions resulting from 
the sales of the Member’s former Marketing Organization.  
 
If a Member is also enrolled as a Tranont Associate and their Associate account is 
cancelled for any reason, the Company reserves the right to cancel or modify the status of 
their Tranont Travel Membership.
